Pickering, Ontario--Members of the Ajax-Pickering Road Watch Committee are reporting a very successful 2003 thanks to members of the community.

Since the launch of Road Watch in May 2003 Durham Police have sent out a total of 

354 warning letters resulting from citizen report form complaints, and Radar Message Boards. Road Watch volunteers conducted 22 Radar Message Boards on area streets, with 245 vehicles recorded exceeding the posted speed limit.

With the help of community members, the Ajax-Pickering Road Watch team will continue efforts to keep the roads of Ajax and Pickering safe, and work toward another successful year in 2004.

Road Watch is a community-operated program that gives residents the opportunity to report aggressive and unsafe drivers through a citizen report form. Secure drop boxes are located throughout the City of Pickering and the Town of Ajax. The Road Watch mandate is to reduce collisions and fatalities through awareness, education and enforcement of road safety.
