AJAX- PICKERING RESIDENTS HELP KEEP AGGRESSIVE DRIVERS

OFF THE STREETS IN 2004

Pickering, Ontario--The Ajax-Pickering Road Watch Committee would like to thank the community for another successful year. In 2004, Durham Police sent out a total of 546 warning letters resulting from citizen report form complaints, and radar message boards.

Out of the 546 letters, police noted eight second-time offenders who they contacted by phone. The calls were well received and as a result, two teens had their driving privileges suspended by their parents.

The number of letters sent out is up from 354 in 2003, which indicates residents are keeping an eye on the roads in Ajax and Pickering. 

Ajax-Pickering Road Watch is taking part in a couple of new initiatives this year. Citizen complaint forms can now be accessed and filled out online, providing a convenient option for citizens reporting aggressive drivers. Road Watch is also teaming up with Durham Police to promote the “Staying Alive in 2005” traffic safety initiative. The aggressive campaign is aimed at reducing injuries and fatalities on Durham’s roads.
With the help of community members and Durham Police, the Ajax-Pickering Road Watch team will continue efforts to keep the roads of Ajax and Pickering safe, and work toward another successful year in 2005.

Road Watch is a community-operated program that gives residents the opportunity to report aggressive and unsafe drivers through a citizen report form. Secure drop boxes are located throughout the City of Pickering and the Town of Ajax. The Road Watch mandate is to reduce collisions and fatalities through awareness, education and enforcement of road safety.
